PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father and siblings. Her one twin sister did test positive for influenza type B today.

This patient complains about fever, headache, body aches, and cough; all flu-type symptoms. She is not taking any medications for relief.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 117/71, pulse 100, respirations 22, temperature 98.5, oxygenation _______, and current weight 56 pounds.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Within normal limits Oropharyngeal area mild erythema.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur. Borderline tachycardia at 100.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LUNGS: Clear.

LABS: Include a flu test and a strep test, they were both negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Flu like symptoms, exposure to influenza B. The patient will receive Tamiflu per weight protocol twice a day for five days.

2. Cough. Bromfed DM 5 mL four times daily p.r.n. cough.
3. They are to monitor the symptoms, get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, return to clinic or call if not improving.
