Mr. Williams was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. He is currently in his 12th benefit period extending from 08/13/2025 to 10/11/2025.
This is a 73-year-old patient, currently on hospice with Alzheimer’s disease with late onset, dementia, delirium, anxiety, bipolar disorder, protein-calorie malnutrition, mixed incontinence and history of recurrent falls. The patient has had a 1 cm drop in his MAC related to weight loss and protein-calorie malnutrition. He appears to be confused most of the time, which is worsened over time that puts him at FAST score of 7A. ________ score is 40%. He gets very short of breath with activity. He has anxiety issues as well. Speech is garbled. He has had decline both in functional and cognitive abilities. The drop in the MAC is consistent with decreased appetite; he is eating twice a day about 20-30% of his meals. He has had history of urinary tract infection in the past consistent with end-stage patients with dementia, requires help with ADLs, bowel and bladder incontinent. He requires trazodone, Zoloft, Rozerem and lorazepam to control his behavioral issue and his anxiety. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
