The patient presents with history of slight temperature of 100 degrees recorded in the clinic with slight cough and congestion for the past three days.
Infant is nursing despite a decreased nursing in the past three days supplementing with water and warm apple juice per mother.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Has history of RSV and COVID three weeks ago, treated by pediatrician without complications. Past medical history is uneventful otherwise.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: As above. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits except for slight pharyngeal erythema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep testing which were both negative.
IMPRESSION: Viral upper respiratory infection with non-strep pharyngitis.
PLAN: Advised to continue supplemental liquid diet and follow up with pediatrician as needed.
