CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents for refills on medications including ibuprofen, Lotrisone, albuterol p.r.n. and irbesartan/hydrochlorothiazide.

He has chronic pain in the low back following an injury over two years ago, fall with fractures of multiple vertebrae, using ibuprofen to tolerate pain at present.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, chronic bronchitis reported following aspiration near drowning as a child.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory. He was smoking two packs a day, now decreased to less than one pack per day.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear with scattered rhonchi. No wheezing. Breath sounds within normal limits. O2 saturation is okay at 99%. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: As in present illness, with diffuse tenderness lumbosacral junction with painful range of motion with upright position. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Followup hypertension, chronic back pain with chronic pain, high lipid disease, tinea cruris recurrent in groin, chronic bronchitis.

PLAN: The patient was advised to continue monitoring blood pressure; apparently, he is not taking medications. He is recommended fasting labs next followup office visit with EKG and other testing six months prior to testing also for further cardiac evaluation, to follow up in 90 days with refill of medications.
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
