The patient is here with aunt under CPS supervision, complains of fever, cough, and congestion for the past five days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory other than family issues.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had COVID, strep and flu testing all performed which were all negative.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Upper respiratory infection with mild strep pharyngitis.

PLAN: Given prescription for Zithromax and Bromfed because of persistence of cough. Follow up with pediatrician and also recommended to see doctors at Southeast Clinic where mother has been seen in the past. She states that pediatrician is in Houston somewhere now, but will take children to Southeast Clinic for followup evaluation.
