PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 147 pounds, up 3 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 19. Pulse 83. Blood pressure 130/60.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

EXTREMITIES: There is slight effusion noted about the right knee with decreased range of motion.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right knee pain.

2. Right knee effusion.

3. Status post twisting of the right knee.

4. X-rays showed no fracture.

5. Ultrasound shows no DVT or PVD.

6. The liver looks normal.

7. Family history of thyroid cancer and, after discussion with mother, we looked at his thyroid, we looked at his carotids. Compared to two years ago, there is no change. Also, I talked to mother about use of steroids with history of cataracts in the past. She states that the doctor has told them that they can use short course of steroids. He will be placed on Motrin 800 mg and Medrol Dosepak to help with the effusion of the right knee.

8. Come back in two weeks.

9. If not improved, we will proceed with an MRI.

10. As far as his ears are concerned and wax buildup, he wants to come back and look at that later.

11. He wants to also come back and do his blood work compared to two years ago, again that later time when he is fasting.

Daniel comes back today for ear wash. The ear wash was quite successful. We were able to completely and totally remove all the wax in both ear canals and he is going to use sweet oil from now on.
