HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with history of cough with slight congestion and has minimal irritation of throat for four days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has a history of HIV, now dormant for some years, not on medications, being followed by primary care doctor who states it is undetectable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. No wheezing or rales. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection, with early secondary bronchitis, with history of HIV without active disease.

PLAN: Given injections of Rocephin and DEX and also prescription for Medrol Dosepak and Z-PAK. Follow up with PCP and here if needed.
