CC: Pulled out Foley.

HPI: A 91-year-old patient status post kyphoplasty to lower back on 11/22/23. From that time, there were intense weekends where she had significant pain and ultimately required q.4h. Norco at 10/325 mg and they were up until we got controlled. There were visits to the ER on 11/13/23 and 11/24/23. Given her limited mobility as the patient wanted to stay seated in a certain chair and not move, a Foley was placed when she wears at Integris and it has been in place for approximately four weeks. Apparently, she has been tired of it and wanted it out. This had not been relayed to me and she is a bit more mobile than when I saw her last a couple of weeks ago. We were called while rounding that the patient had simply pulled her Foley out. When we got to her apartment, two aides were with her and she was toileting and they stated that that there was blood droplets in her urine which was not unexpected. I asked the patient if she had any pain or discomfort, she looked at me, not understanding and when I said do you hurt in your vagina or your pelvic area and she said no. The patient then after toileting got up and with staff making sure she was safe in taking an arm, she walked back into the living room sitting in the chair she likes. She seemed to be comfortable with `her ambulation. I looked at the Foley. There was clear yellow urine that was seen in the tubing with no significant sediment.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: The patient removed indwelling Foley and again this had been in place for convenience post vertebroplasty in early November. There was a significant period of pain thereafter, but Norco was initiated and addressed that problem. She has tired of having the Foley, but before asking anyone if it can be removed, removed it herself. We will watch for any bleeding in her urine that is of concern. 
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
