CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 84-year-old gentleman seen in his room. He is well groomed. He sees me and says you are my doctor and he was just kind of funny, but he was cooperative and listened while I went over his labs. He did not ask any questions. I am not sure that he understood, but I told him that everything looked okay and he wanted reassurance that he was doing good and I told him indeed he was.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced unspecified dementia, HTN, GERD, insomnia, mitral valve insufficiency, and non-Hodgkin’s lymphoma not in remission.

MEDICATIONS: See note from 12/07/23.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Small framed elderly gentleman, well groomed, and seated comfortably in room.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 149/80, pulse 59, temperature 98.1, respirations 20, and weight 142 pounds.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. He says a few words. Speech is clear.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates independently. He walks at a brisk pace. He has no edema. He moves limbs in a normal range of motion.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Anemia, mild. H&H of 12.6 and 36.2 with microcytic indices. We will speak with daughter/POA before starting him on B12 or folate.

2. Hypoproteinemia. T-protein and ALB are 5.4 and 3.4. A protein drink q.d. x2 weeks then decrease to MWF.
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3. Screening TSH, WNL at 2.41.

4. CMP review, all WNL with the exception of TP and ALB.
