CC: Medication refill.
HPI: A 91-year-old who has had benefit from lorazepam for anxiety as well as helping him to sleep. He was anxious about getting it refilled before they left for their holiday however it was addressed yesterday and he got the refill this morning. Overall, he is doing well and has no other issues.

DIAGNOSES: Anxiety, insomnia, B-cell CLL, HTN, HLD, nocturia and HOH.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/21 note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert, wearing his scrubs as usual and interactive.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/80, pulse 86, temperature 98.4, respirations 20, and weight 178 pounds.
CARDIAC: He has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently at a brisk pace. Good muscle mass and motor strength. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: He is alert and oriented x2 to 3. He generally has to refer for the date. He understands given information, ask questions he can be also be controlling regarding his wife’s health issues, but she seems to overlook that.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Insomnia/anxiety. Lorazepam 1 mg p.o. q.d. ordered. He will sometimes also take it at night depending on how the day has been and he administers his own medication.
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
