However recently, the DON has approached her for the past two times that it was her shower time telling her that you are going to get a shower because it is that time and it need to and she was cooperative. She still remains in her room, does not come out, will say if she is got something she needs but generally wants to be left alone. Her son/POA Dan White called and requested that I contact him regarding his mother, which I did. His questions were routine how if she doing as her dementia gotten worse that she still a behavior problem, etc., and I told him that she is actually a little bit more hospitable and has had a shower the last two times it was due and is taking her medications which had been a problem. He is happy to hear all that and just wanted to make sure that she was cooperative and could continue to stay here, I informed him that she was in that medically she was stable at this point in time.
