HPI: A 91-year-old female who was admitted with a history of DM II and she was on glipizide ER 5 mg q.a.m. a.c. and Actos 15 mg q.d. Her admission A1c on both medications was 4.7, which was quite low particularly in light of her age, so Actos was discontinued. FSBS that were checked were generally low. The patient did not recognize any hypoglycemic symptoms. She does have mild cognitive impairment, however, so glipizide ER 5 mg was discontinued and an A1c just shy of three months after its discontinuation returns at 6.5. The patient’s age target A1c is 7.5 to 8. So, clearly does not require diabetic medications. We will do one more check in three months.
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
