CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 97-year-old female with DM II. She is currently on Actos 15 mg at 7 p.m. and Trulicity 4.5 mg/0.5 mL q. Friday. The patient’s nephew/POA Don Stockton was present along with his wife and I addressed all comments to the patient.

DIAGNOSES: DM II, HLD and LEE.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/15/23 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant, well-developed and nourished female.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 133/72, pulse 70, respirations 14, and weight 167 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is seated in her wheelchair that she propels using her feet. She does have trace ankle and distal pretibial edema. She moves arms within a normal range of motion.

NEUROLOGIC: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. Affect congruent with what she is stating and orientation is x 2. She has to reference for date and time. She is soft-spoken, but will ask questions and apepars to understand given information.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. DM II. A1c is 10.2, was previously 9.4. I am adjusting medications. We will continue with Trulicity q. Friday and at 7 p.m., increasing Actos from 15 to 30 mg. We will continue on glipizide with the max dose q. day at 40 mg; she will receive 15 mg with breakfast and then with lunch and 10 mg at dinner and we will see how she does with that.
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2. Anemia. H&H are 11.6 and 34.3 with normal indices. So, a mild normochromic normocytic anemia.

3. CMP review. All within normal limits.
