CC: ER followup.

HPI: An 89-year-old who went to the ER on 12/19/23, was taken to INTEGRIS SWMC after he called EMSA on his own not letting staff know what was going on with him. The ER summary reflects what he told me today when I asked him what was going on with him that he thought he had to go to the ER, he stated that his feet were tingling. I told the patient that he has a diagnosis of peripheral neuropathy for which he also receives medication. He acted like that was something new to him and he tells me that he is now wearing his socks and shoes throughout the day and that has made his feet feel much better. He was diagnosed with paresthesias and returned the same day with order for gabapentin. He did not seem to be particularly taken aback by being asked why he went to the ER.

DIAGNOSES: Peripheral neuropathy, status post CVA, carotid artery disease, valvular heart disease with recent aortic valve replacement and atrial fibrillation.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/01/23 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: NAS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient well groomed seated quietly in his recliner.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/60, pulse 72, temperature 98.1, respirations 16, O2 sat 99% and weight 177 pounds.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is ambulatory with the use of a walker. He has no lower extremity edema. He had socks and his Loafers on and states that he wears them all the time now because they make his feet feel better.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 2-3, has to reference for date and time. He is soft-spoken, just a few words at a time, appropriate in content. He asks questions. He seems to understand basic given information. There is some hearing deficit that affects communication.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Bilateral foot dysesthesias, peripheral neuropathy on gabapentin 100 mg q.d., we will monitor for benefit and, if needed, can increase frequency.
