CC: 90-day note.
HPI: A 91-year-old female with unspecified dementia, no behavioral issues, seen today. She was seated quietly in her room, made eye contact and she just spoke a few words after I spoke to her. There have been no recent falls or ER visits.
DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia; no BPSD, gait instability; uses a rolling walker, HTN, HLD, atrial fibrillation on Eliquis, CKD, chronic back pain and hypothyroid.

MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 20 mg q.d., Aricept 5 mg q.d., Eliquis 2.5 mg b.i.d., levothyroxine 25 mcg q.d., midodrine 2.5 mg b.i.d., PreserVision one q.d., Flomax q.d., D3 1000 IU q.d., and MiraLAX p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: LATEX.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: The patient has an advance directive indicating no heroic measures be taken. Given this, physician certification for DNR form is completed to uphold those requests.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Elderly female, pleasant, well groomed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 149/82, pulse 71, temperature 98.6, respirations 17, and weight 143.2 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIOVASCULAR: She has an irregular rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.

NEUROLOGIC: She makes eye contact, says a few words, was able to give very basic information. Denied significant pain and said she slept well.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. 90-day note. No significant medical events this past 90 days. Medications remain stable and labs were done on 06/13/2023; mild anemia and mild hypoproteinemia which is being treated with protein drinks.

2. Advance care planning. DNR form is signed.
