HPI: An 88-year-old female who is now back to living in AL after her husband passed while in MC. The patient appears to be doing quite well. She comes down for meals and has different people that she will sit with. She enjoys going to activities especially music and spends time in her room today when I went two different times to see her she was not in her room, but out doing other things. I did get a chance to speak to her later in the evening. She sat down with me and I asked how she was doing and she said she was doing good and she brought up that she misses her husband, but knows that. He just was not himself in the months prior to dying. He did have advanced dementia.
DIAGNOSES: Unspecified moderate dementia without BPSD, DM II. HLD, HTN, anxiety, B12 deficiency, hypercalcemia, and ASCVD.
ALLERGIES: ACE INHIBITORS, ARICEPT, DEMEROL and MORPHINE.
DIET: NCS.
CODE STATUS: Full code.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert, well-groomed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 143/81, pulse 80, temperature 97.9, and respiratory rate 17.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently. She has a walker that she will use for distance. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear. Her affect is sad when she talks about her husband, but recovers. Orientation is x2. She has to reference for date and time. She is somewhat shy, but she will ask for assistance if needed.
SKIN: Warm, dry, intact with good turgor.

1. DM II. A1c is 5.6, which is a normal range nondiabetic. She is on Januvia 50 mg q.d. and metformin 1000 mg b.i.d. a.c. We will discontinue metformin. Continue on Januvia alone and see how she does the next quarter when it is checked and hopefully we can decrease the Januvia.
