HPI: A 78-year-old female with DM-II who resides in MC, is seen today. She recognized me, did not remember my name and wanted to meet and just stay with her and talk to her. She then was perseverating on her husband, wanting to know where he was and why he was not here. She just went over that several times and then I just told her that she was right that he was not here and when I said that he was in heaven when she persisted wanting to know where he was, she stated he did not tell her. In any event, she appeared to finally just sit quietly for a while, then the Christmas dinner began and she seemed to move on from that topic. I told her that I did have something good to share with her and that was that there was a big improvement in her diabetic control and she was happy about that.

DIAGNOSES: DM II long-standing history with A1c on 08/29/24 of 11.4 and given those results, I changed her diabetic regimen, started glipizide 5 mg p.o. at lunch and dinner and then she had 5 mg at breakfast added when the saxagliptin was out. Her Lantus was increased to 45 units q.a.m. I also spoke with her sister-in-law/POA Lynette Isabel. 
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: DM II, improvement. There is still room for further improvement. So, I am going to increase her glipizide to 7.5 mg t.i.d. a.c. and increased her Lantus to 50 units q.a.m.
