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1. SS, 40-year-old woman with flu-like symptoms. Symptoms for two days. Flu B was positive diagnosed with URI, pharyngitis, and gastritis treated with Amoxil and Zofran. Left message for the patient to call me back if flu B was never mentioned, diagnosed or treated.

2. SW, 41-year-old female with body ache and flu-like symptoms. Swab test negative. Temperature 100. Treated with Amoxil. Diagnosis: Pharyngitis. The patient was happy with the care received.
3. LV, is an 18-year-old male with sore throat. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with pharyngitis. Treated with Amoxil. Happy with the care received. Liked the doctor.
4. LC, is a 50-year-old male with right leg swelling. Temperature of 101. History of chronic lymphedema and obesity. Treated with Tylenol, Toradol, and Rocephin in the emergency room. Sent home with doxycycline. The patient is going back to the hospital today because he is not in any better. He is in severe pain. DVT was never ruled out. Consider ruling out DVT with lower extremity swelling even in face of chronic lymphedema.
5. SH, is a 31-year-old with motor vehicle accident. Diagnosed with muscle spasm. Given Flexeril. No x-rays were done even though the patient was complaining of neck pain. Please always do imaging on adult patients especially with motor vehicle crashes especially with neck pain. The patient nevertheless is getting better and was happy with the care.
6. AH, is a 5-year-old child involved in MVC complaining of neck pain. No workup. Treated with Tylenol. Mother was happy.

7. FP, 51-year-old complaining of neck pain, back pain, hip pain, motor vehicle accident diagnosed with contusion. No x-rays of the hip or neck were done. Once again, not even a C-spine. The patient said she is doing better. Please consider imaging for the patients in motor vehicle accident.

8. KB, is a 17-month child with a pink eye treated with Polytrim and sent home. Left message for mother.
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9. RD, is a 6-month-old child with pink eye diagnosed with bacterial conjunctivitis. Sent home with Polytrim. Left message for mother to call back.

10. EM, 40-year-old with flu-like symptoms. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with pharyngitis. Treated with Amoxil. Voice box not activated.
11. DY, is a 15-year-old with chest pain. Cardiac workup negative. EKG negative. Chest x-ray negative. Was given no medication. Was sent home. Diagnosis: Atypical chest pain. Left message for the family to call back.

12. AW, 13-year-old with leg injury after a fall. The patient with abrasions. Treated with Keflex. Already doing better. Mother was happy with the care received.

13. SK, 21-year-old with sore throat. Swab test negative. Amoxil was given. The number is busy.

14. AW, 55-year-old with belching and pain. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with gastritis. Referred to Dr. __________. Sent home with Reglan. No blood work were done or H. pylori. The patient did not answer the phone.

15. KB, 31-year-old with toothache. Treated with Toradol and Amoxil. Sent home with Motrin and Amoxil and was happy with the care received.

16. OM, 85-year-old comes in with possible UTI. UA is negative. Dr. A told her to see her OB-GYN for possible vaginitis. No other treatments were offered or blood work were done.

17. SG, 57-year-old male with cough, congestion, and asthma like symptoms. Swab test negative. Already on antibiotics. Already on Tamiflu. No new medications were given. No one answered their phone.

18. EJ, is a 24-year-old woman with history of hypertension, diabetes, and obesity comes in with flu-like symptoms, flu B positive. Diagnosis was pharyngitis. Flu B was never mentioned, treated nor discussed. The patient tells me that she is not better and she is thinking about going to a different doctor today. The patient developed symptoms less than five days ago. I explained to her that she can go back to the Deerbrook and get checked, but she was not interested. She did not have any specific complaints about Dr. Algilani. She just states she was not getting better. She knew that she had Flu B as well. The nurse had told her, but she knew she was not being treated for it. 
19. LJ, is a 22-year-old with a swollen right eye. The eye was minimally swollen. Exam was negative. Referred to an ophthalmologist. He is already doing better with no medications and was happy with the care received.
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20. VC, 73-year-old with gum bleeding after a dental procedure. Blood pressure 176/91. Treated with Keflex. Referred back to her dentist. The patient truly appreciated everyone “she tell me.” Please consider doing blood work in post-dental procedure bleed as this is one of the most common presenting symptoms in the patient’s with leukemia. PT and INR would have been nice to.

21. PF, is a 60-year-old with difficulty urinating, has a history of BPH. UA was negative. No infection. Flomax was added. Left message for the patient to call back.
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
