HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 103-year-old woman with history of CHF, renal failure, aortic stenosis, diabetes, hypertension, HDL and PVD status post leg stent left side, left BKA presents to the office after hospital discharge with shortness of breath. The patient was hospitalized with congestive heart failure. She was started on Lasix. She has moderate diastolic dysfunction. Ejection fraction is 55-60%.
The patient has shown slight improvement. She does not want to go back to the hospital continues to be in congestive heart failure. Also, she is very weak. She is confused because of congestive heart failure, hypoperfusion and hypoxemia. The patient’s EF is normal. It is preserved, but the pulmonary edema is related to diastolic dysfunction advance stage. The patient is on Lasix to control her symptoms, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, and once again does not want to go back to the hospital. For this reason, the patient has been admitted to the hospice for the past few days to weeks of her life at home. She is very hospice appropriate, expected to do poorly. She has less than six months to live.
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
