Ms. Manning is a 77-year-old woman with history of non-Hodgkin’s B-cell lymphoma status post chemotherapy and radiation who has been in remission now for the past year. She has a history of chronic pain, hyperlipidemia, hypertension, and O2 dependency. She uses oxygen and nebulizer. She has issues with chronic cough and muscle pain as well as DJD.

She also was hospitalized with COVID in 2020, shortly after her non-Hodgkin’s B-cell lymphoma, which caused her respiratory failure, she was ventilated and was in coma for two weeks.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section, back surgery, and laminectomy.

MEDICATIONS: Colace, baclofen 10 mg, Lyrica 25 mg, Celexa 20 mg, thyroid 88 mcg, Tessalon Perles as needed, Zofran as needed, O2 and nebulizer treatment along with atorvastatin 20 mg and Procardia 60 mg. She also takes allopurinol 100 mg with history of gout.

ALLERGIES: ELIQUIS.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She lives by herself. She is single. She is widowed for years. She has two children.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of heart disease, myocardial infarction. Father died of alcoholism.

COVID IMMUNIZATION: She was immunized a year ago.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 180/68. Pulse 92. Respirations 18.

HEENT: Oral mucosa dry. The patient is using a cane to get around.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Rhonchi.

SKIN: Shows decreased turgor.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Here, we have a 77-year-old woman with history of non-Hodgkin’s B-cell lymphoma in remission, hospitalized with COVID and respiratory failure. She has history of hypertension, neuropathy, DJD, anxiety, gouty arthritis and spinal stenosis. The patient’s condition has worsened in the past one or two months in that she is not using a cane to get around because of severity of her pain. The Lyrica and baclofen only help somewhat. The Lyrica is only at 25 mg which could be increased which may help the patient regarding her pain. She is O2 dependent. She uses a nebulizer on regular basis. She is a smoker, she continues to smoke and has no interest in stopping smoking. Overall, prognosis remains poor for Ms. Manning.
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
