The patient presents with elder sister with a history of mental retardation for refill of medications.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See chart.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Mother died about a month ago.
FAMILY HISTORY: Otherwise noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Normal. Extremities: Normal. Neuropsychiatric: Normal except for evident mental retardation, Able to ambulate and talk. Skin: Normal.

LABS: Not done.

DIAGNOSES: As above.

PLAN: Refilled medications including Lamictal 200 mg twice a day and additional medication for nervous condition. The patient discharged with refills. Follow up with neurologist and PCP for further care.
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
