The patient presents with fever for the past several days with slight cough and congestion today with headache, lethargy and increased congestion with soft bowel movements per mother.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Occasional sore throat and cough; seen by primary doctor and history of asthma; uses inhaler.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharyngeal erythema 1+. Neck: Lymphadenopathy 2+. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Diffuse tenderness without rebound or guarding. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient has strep and flu test with COVID, all of which were negative.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Influenza with fever, asthma by history, abdominal pain related to present illness, pharyngitis, and asthma by history.
PLAN: The patient’s mother was advised to follow up with pediatrician. Increase fluids and vitamin C and given temperature precautions.
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
