Maria has been seeing me for the last several weeks. She was referred on account of her thrombocytopenia. Her thrombocytopenia is most likely from chronic immune thrombocytopenia. She also has systemic lupus. The patient has been treated in the past with Rituxan as well as IVIG and platelets. The patient also had a bone marrow test done, which again was suggestive of chronic ITP. The patient also has seen Dr. Reyes, a rheumatologist. Her ANA has been very high.

The patient was placed on prednisone. Her platelet count has now significantly improved; her platelet count is 123,000. She generally feels well. She is on 5 mg of prednisone daily. I have told her to cut down to half tablet. We will see her in one month.
