Found very little food in the house. She is able to go to the bathroom. She did not smell of urine. She is able to care for herself. She is still ambulatory with the help of a walker. Her son’s name is Edwin Gibson; his phone number is 713-305-1407 and it was not working at the time of evaluation. She tells me she has no allergies.

She tells me she does not know her medications. She states she does take some medication. We are going to get a hold of her son and if not possible, call APS and try and get those medications straightened out for her.

The patient’s blood pressure was slightly elevated. It was at 160/90. Her O2 saturation was 100% with a pulse of 72. She appears to be hydrated at this time.
