SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Nevenka described that she is doing very well. She is happy. She does not have any panic attack or anxiety. She is eating and sleeping good. For her diabetes, she is taking diet control and also taking her medication. She claimed that medication has been helping her and she is doing very well. She denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. I further discussed the role of medications and also encouraged to compliance. I further described that she should take Klonopin if needed as it a controlled substance and I do not want that she should develop physical dependence to which she agreed and she claimed that she is taking only when it is needed.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder, panic, anxiety and diabetes mellitus.

PLAN: Continue Cymbalta 20 mg daily and Klonopin 0.5 mg b.i.d. A 30-day supply of the medication was given. Followup appointment was made in 30 days.
