This is a 61-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with congestive heart failure. The patient’s care was discussed with Elona. He is having increased weakness and increased shortness of breath. He is having bowel and bladder incontinence for sure all the time now. He belongs to New York Heart Association class IV because he is short of breath at all times. The shortness of breath is affecting his sleep. He has to sleep on three to four pillows at nighttime because of orthopnea and PND. He has muscle wasting consistent with cardiac cachexia and congestive heart failure. His appetite is diminished. He has confusion related to O2 saturation hovering around 90 and hypoxemia with any type of activity. He is staying in bed per Elona 14 to 16 hours a day. He continues to have left-sided weakness, ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinence as was mentioned. His O2 saturation is 90 on room air. Oxygen is available to him. His blood pressure was 140/90 which is somewhat improved from before. His other comorbidities include coronary artery disease, hypertension, dementia, confusion, hypoxemia and decreased mentation, hypoperfusion disorder with extreme shortness of breath, left-sided weakness and a history of stroke. Given the natural progression of his current illness, he most likely has less than six months to live without any intervention.
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
