A:
Hyperkalemia, hypertension, osteoarthritis, anxiety, and dyspepsia.
P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff.  Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient is doing much better.  We will discontinue her Lasix and potassium.  Case discussed with the patient, her son, and the nursing staff.  She just saw the orthopedist and activity as tolerated is advised.
