SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives at the nursing home. Does not smoke or drink.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: 5-point review of systems negative other than what is mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: Grossly unchanged. She still has right upper lower extremity motor weakness from a previous CVA. Otherwise general exam is benign. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/72, temperature 97.6, heart rate 70, weight 176 pounds, respirations 20, blood sugar 109, and saturation 98% on room air.
Meds reviewed. Lab reviewed.

ASSESSMENT: Status post ischemia CVA, CAD, type II diabetes, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia.

PLAN: She is medically stable. Continue medications on MAR. Check labs at appropriate intervals. Vaccines - update as needed. Accu-Cheks. We will adjust medicines for blood sugars and blood pressure as needed. Otherwise, she is clinically stable.
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
