HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 74-year-old white female seen on rounds. Medications reviewed. Labs reviewed. She is clinically stable. No acute complaints by nursing staff today. 

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, chronic pain, morbid obesity, high cholesterol, ischemic CVA, epilepsy, heart failure with preserved ejection fraction, nontraumatic intracranial hemorrhage, CKD, muscle weakness, hypothyroidism, long-term insulin use, and obstructive sleep apnea.

ALLERGIES: CIPRO, ERYTHROMYCIN, IODINE, TRAMADOL, PENICILLIN, PEANUTS, LATEX, RED DYE, and SULFA.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Fluticasone, fexofenadine, Zofran, gabapentin, Lyrica, Lipitor, Cymbalta, levothyroxine, propranolol, and diltiazem.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Resides at the nursing home.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: 5-point review of systems negative other than what is mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 131/70, temperature 97.2, heart rate 80, weight 129 pounds, respirations 18, blood sugar 109, and O2 saturation 90% on room air. Physical exam grossly unchanged.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Morbid obesity, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, chronic pain, ischemic CVA, hypothyroidism, seizure disorder, type II diabetes with long-term insulin use, sleep apnea, and osteoarthritis.

PLAN: Continue medications on MAR. The patient is clinically stable. Check labs at appropriate intervals. Vaccines.
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
