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HISTORY & PHYSICAL

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 53-year-old black male, new to the facility. He had a prolonged hospital course revolving around neuroleptic malignant syndrome. He did have a G-tube placed, did suffer sacral pressure ulcer which required incision and drainage. He eventually was transferred here. He has been fairly stable since his arrival. He did have some significant psychomotor agitation initially and did require transfer back to the hospital ER a couple of times, but his medications have been adjusted and he is now more clinically calm psychologically. Nurse without acute complaints.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above, includes anxiety, mental illness, and hypertension disorder.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: As above.

ALLERGIES: None.
MEDICATIONS: Valproic acid, tramadol, risperidone, and lorazepam.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Resides at the facility. Does not smoke or drink.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: 10-point review of systems negative other than what is mentioned above. He does have significant generalized weakness and persistent intermittent confusion.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 124/84, temperature afebrile, heart rate 90, respirations 20, and saturation 98% on room air. HEENT: Benign. Neck: No JVP. Lungs: Clear. Cardiovascular: RR. Normal S1 and S2. No S3 or S4. Abdomen: Benign. GU: Deferred. Extremities: No edema. Neurologic: As I mentioned, he does not really respond to commands, but no facial asymmetry. Pain is intact throughout. No abnormal posturing.
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Meds and labs reviewed.

ASSESSMENT: Status post severe neuroleptic malignant syndrome with dysphagia and metabolic encephalopathy requiring G-tube placement, history of mental illness, severe protein-calorie malnutrition, anemia of chronic disease, sacral pressure decubitus ulcer, and underweight state.

PLAN: He is medically stable. Continue medications on MAR. Check labs in appropriate setting. Enteral feeding as needed. Vaccination deficiencies to be addressed.
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
