CHIEF COMPLAINT: An 84-year-old female seen for cardiovascular clearance and pacemaker check.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is an 84-year-old female with a history of dementia who is oriented to self only at baseline. She was seen in the emergency room in April 2024 at which time she was noted to have repetitive falls. She was also evaluated on 02/29/2024 at which time she had sustained a right femoral neck fracture. She subsequently underwent right hemiarthroplasty by Dr. __________ and was discharged back to the Skilled Nursing Facility. The patient apparently has a pacemaker and she was sent to this office for a pacemaker check and further to be cleared for the surgical procedure.
