HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 72-year-old male who previously ran long distance track. He is known to have history of bradycardia. He had been scheduled for cataract surgery. However, he is found to be bradycardic and in third-degree heart block with a heart rate of 45 beats per minute. He is further found to be hypertensive; however, the patient is currently asymptomatic and refused permanent pacemaker. As a consequence, he was told that he is unable to drive. The patient has had no chest pain, palpitations or shortness of breath. He stated that he would like to be able to drive again.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: 

1. Bradycardia.

2. Third-degree AV block.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable. 

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Sister died of lung cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a prior marathon runner. He denies cigarette or alcohol use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is a pleasant male who is alert and oriented and in no acute distress. He otherwise did have a normal exam.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 186/73, pulse 88, respiratory rate 12, and height 72” and weight 174 pounds.

ECG demonstrates rhythm of third-degree AV block, rate of 45 beats per minute.

IMPRESSION: 

1. Third degree AV block.

2. Hypertensive urgency.

3. Abnormal EKG.

4. History of anemia.
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PLAN: I discussed the need for pacemaker with him for quite sometime. In addition, I did talk to both Dr. Carleton Nibley and Dr. Steven __________ who are electrophysiologists. The patient was again felt to require surgery. At this point in time, I have nothing else to offer. He had initially deferred blood tests and medication and states that he would consider in the future. However, he has no plans on having surgery.
