PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Extremities: Still with medial sub-patellar tenderness with painful flexion with evidence of slight effusion. Remainder of the examination of extremities is within normal limits. Gait with a slight limp. No neurovascular abnormalities. Skin: Within normal limits. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. 
IMPRESSION: Followup right knee injury with effusion and articular damage per MRI. 

PLAN: The patient is to see orthopedist on 08/01/24. Follow up in two weeks to evaluate progress.
