The patient is seen today following the followup with hand surgeon yesterday for removal of sutures from surgery done on 07/24/25 without followup until then. The patient is seen here for status and management of Workmen’s Comp care. The patient is to continue to wear a brace with dressing changes as instructed by the surgeon. She is able to take showers with the dressing off. She is to follow up with the surgeon on 09/18/25. She will also be seen here on 09/19/25 for further confirmation and possible release if released by surgeon. The patient has filled out the Workmen’s Comp paperwork already with followup on 09/18/25. The patient has a splint on the right hand with immobilization of the thumb with dressing in place, to be removed today so she can take showers.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Remainder of physical exam including general appearance; head, eyes, ears, nose and throat; neck; lungs; heart; abdomen; and remainder of extremity exam and neurological exam is within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup tendon injury with surgical repair on 07/24/25 with removal of stitches on 08/19/25, seen by us for followup today to continue care as above with next followup here on 09/19/25 after she sees the surgeon for clearance to return to work.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Complex laceration to the left thumb involving tendon.
Follow up with the surgeon and then here.
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
