The patient is seen for a routine followup. He has seen orthopedist with recent MRI with another injection to the left knee. He states that he is doing better without additional testing recommended at this time. The patient is advised to continue physical therapy. He has eight treatments remaining. The patient is to see orthopedist again for followup on 10/07/2025.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See medical records
SOCIAL HISTORY: As before. He hopes to be able to work in the future part time at least with limited ambulation.
FAMILY HISTORY: As before.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient has residual scarring on the right forearm from previous injury with some pruritus. He has an appointment to follow up with dermatologist for additional recommendation and treatment. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: 1+ lumbosacral junction tenderness. Skin: Some scarring noted to right forearm without active lesions or breakdown of epidermis. Extremities: 1+ tenderness to the left anterolateral, anteromedial and infrapatellar area with full range of motion. Neurologic: Within normal limits. 

IMPRESSION: Followup left knee injury and low back injury.
PLAN: Advised to continue physical therapy treatments for the next eight times. Follow up with orthopedist as scheduled for 10/07/2025 and follow up here afterwards for further evaluation pending future care.
