Dear Dr. Adams:
This letter is on behalf of Mr. Krepps for an upcoming back surgery on 09/17/2023.  I am seeing him for chronic kidney disease, probably diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  We have not required dialysis yet, but he is ready with an AV fistula on the right upper extremity which is maturing.  He has no symptoms of uremia.  Blood pressure well controlled in the 130s/80s.  Stable electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  Stable anemia 12.7.  Present GFR 17.
There is no contraindication from the renal standpoint to proceed with above surgery.  Do not use the right upper extremity for IVs, blood pressures or infusions.  Avoid antiinflammatory agents.
