The patient returns for recurrence of pain right middle finger. He is back to work as a fireman. He states that he had a similar onset of pain while receiving physical therapy with recommendation to follow up with physician. He states that the finger seems to be locking up.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Extremities: 1+ tenderness to the right middle dorsomedial finger with full range of motion with 1+ tenderness to the distal third metatarsal to ability to grip fingers without locking demonstrated during the examination. Wrists, forearms, and shoulders all within normal limits. Neurovascular within normal limits. Remainder of physical exam including skin: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Within normal limits. Heart: Within normal limits. Abdomen: Within normal limits. Back: Within normal limits. 

IMPRESSION/PLAN: Followup of right third finger injury with recurrence and persistence because of continuing pain in the finger. The patient is still off work as a fireman. We will follow up in two weeks. He is to resume any antiinflammatories given to him by orthopedist. To discontinue physical therapy for the time being until he follows up with orthopedist for further evaluation of finger injury. 
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
