ALLEGATIONS: Posttraumatic stress disorder, convergence insufficiency, history of concussion and vestibular disequilibrium.

Natalie is a 49-year-old married woman, who resides with her husband of seven years. She was employed as a social worker until she suffered an injury. She reports that she suffered concentration and vestibular problems following an episode at work. The episode was described as her being “airborne” following an alleged physical episode involving male students in her tutoring class. She has gone for treatments to address PTSD. She also suffers with some vestibular issues. She is also on Sertraline 100 mg daily which she finds of some help, but she continues to feel sad regarding limitations in things she can do.

The incident occurred on 09/20/2022 at which time two students disagreed and she was “tossed” by one of the students after which she became easily confused and easily startled. These symptoms have not improved over time significantly while in employment. There has been no need for additional psychiatric treatment, but she continues to suffer with anxiety. She denies family psychiatric history.

MEDICAL ISSUES: Hypertension, hypothyroidism, and a history of fibroids.
She drinks minimal alcohol, maybe one glass per week.

MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION: She is casually dressed with fluent speech. Mood is anxious. Affect is broad. No suicidal or homicidal ideation. No auditory or visual hallucinations. She is alert and oriented to person, place, and time. Insight and judgment are fair. She is disappointed at what she perceives as no progress, but she is willing to follow the recommendations in order to improve her current state.

QUESTIONS: The following questions are being asked regarding these conditions:

1. Attestation: I certify that this report is a full and truthful representation of my professional opinion with respect to the claimant’s condition in accordance with WCL Section XII NYCRR 300.2(d)(4)(e).

I am not using 212.
The claimant is not at MMI or reached 100% disability and will be reevaluated after six more months of treatment. 
It is indicated that the injured worker will reach MMI in approximately six months.
