This is a 61-year-old woman, deaf and mute from birth, with history of congestive heart failure. She is originally from El Campo. She lives with her mother, 80-year-old, Jamie Garza. The patient also has a history of depression, anxiety, and agitation. Her other comorbidities include hypertension, coronary artery disease, chronic diastolic heart failure, bradycardia, hearing loss, bilateral congenital deafness, dilated cardiomyopathy and essential hypertension. She has 1+ edema. She requires O2 with activity; normally, she does not wear oxygen. The patient’s blood pressure is 140/92. Pulse is 68. Temperature 98. Respirations 20. O2 sats 97% on room air. The patient’s PPS is at 50% with a KPS of 60%, NYHA Class III, MAC is at 27 cm with no significant change. The patient’s CHF is somewhat controlled with the help of diuretics, beta-blocker and ACE inhibitors. On exam, she was found to have bilateral edema, shortness of breath with activity. The patient was seen via sign language with the help of her mother. Blood pressure is controlled at this time. Shortness of breath with taking a few steps in the house is very evident.
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
