The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie is a 65-year-old married African American male who has been in treatment for schizoaffective disorder. He described that he has been doing much better. He is feeling better. He is sleeping better. He denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusions. He has been compliant with the medication and treatment. His wife Christine was on the side. She indicates since the medication was changed, he has been feeling much better. During his last evaluation, because of his unstable behavior, Trileptal 300 mg twice a day was given which his wife reported has been feeling much better. He is alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. No irritability or agitation. No involuntary movement. The patient has been on Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime, 100 mg in the morning and Trileptal 300 mg twice a day. His wife reported that he has plenty of Seroquel 400 mg. He only needs Trileptal 300 mg twice a day and Seroquel 100 mg daily in the morning. I explained that I will send the 90-day supply of the medications to which his wife agreed and I also encouraged Mr. Vancleave that he should cooperate and compliance with the medication. The patient agreed with the plan.
