WORKMEN’S COMP FOLLOWUP NOTE

The patient presents for a followup. He has been getting physical therapy for over a month now without significant improvement. Advised by physical therapist to get MRI of the knee. The patient continues with some pain to the right medial knee, increased with ambulation and carrying weights. He is trying to simulate work requirements to see how well he tolerates it. Able to ride his horse, but other things still create some discomfort. The patient works as a fireman with hazardous work, climbing ladders, exposed to fire and saving lives. 
PAST HISTORY: The patient has a history of injury to the right knee about two years ago with apparent injury to quadriceps tendon, some discomfort prolonged for several weeks, with physical therapy with still slight residual but without worsening with regular work, tolerating without further treatment. The patient has been given medications as well as brace in the past without significant benefit.
NOTE: The patient has continued 2+ tenderness to right medial knee with slight discomfort with full range of motion and increased with weightbearing.

IMPRESSION / RECOMMENDATIONS: He is still taking Celebrex. MRI was requested before but was denied by insurance company. Because of denial of MRI and failure of complete resolution of symptoms from injury, we will refer to orthopedist for orthopedic evaluation and probable MRI. Follow up in two weeks to evaluate progress and any additional studies obtained. He will continue off work status because of no light duty available at work. Continue Celebrex as before. Continue physical therapy.
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
