The patient is seen today for followup of Workers’ Compensation injury to right hip. She states she continues with pain with ambulation and movement without change, taking meloxicam with minimal benefit. She states that she has been contacted by orthopedist and has an appointment to see orthopedist in Woodlands in three days. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Not related.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Still with painful range of motion with inversion, internal or external rotation of hip with painful range of motion with 2+ pain on weightbearing. Neurologic: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Followup right hip injury with multiple injuries reported on MRI.

PLAN: The patient is to see orthopedist in three days in the Woodlands for further evaluation and recommendations. The patient advised to return here in two weeks for further followup and to monitor medical care and Workmen’s Comp status.
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
