CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of low back pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that low back pain started a week ago while he was carrying a box weighing 15 to 20 pounds. Initially the patient stated that he has minimal pain and the next day the pain was moderately severe and his activities of daily living was affected and then the patient stated that he did not fell down and he has a history of lumbar spine arthritis.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Unremarkable.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
