CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of urinary incontinence, followup for lung nodules, gallstones and chronic atherosclerosis.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that there is urinary incontinence and he was diagnosed with urinary bladder cancer and the patient is advised to see urologist as soon as possible. Meantime the patient described no burning urination or blood in the urine.

The patient came today as a followup for multiple lung nodules.

The patient had x-rays in the past and it showed nodules and they are ranging from 2 mm to 3 mm. The patient has no fever or cough and there was no sputum production.
Chest x-ray is also showed atherosclerosis of the coronary arteries, but the patient does not have any chest pain. He has seen a cardiologist in the past and the patient is going to be referred to cardiologist for further evaluation.
The patient came today with a past history of gallstone and the patient does not have any pain at this time. He has no nausea or vomiting.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, fever, chills, constipation, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 20 mg one tablet a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient stated that he is on metoprolol 25 mg tablet once a day and he is on low-salt diet also.
The patient has a history of constipation and he is on docusate 100 mg tablet once a day.
The patient has a history of prostatic hypertrophy and he is on finasteride 5 mg tablet once a day.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on metoprolol 25 mg once every day and he wants to start cardiac exercises.
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SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife. He currently does not work. He is going to quit smoking very soon. The patient is very active at home.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. There is no suprapubic tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema.
NEUROLOGIC: The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
