CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of chest pain, urinary incontinence, left ear pain, and followup for urinary incontinence.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had chest pain mostly on the left side without any radiation and there was no associated palpitation and the patient was seen in the emergency room and was released; however, the emergency room records were reviewed and the EKG had right bundle branch block. His urinalysis was unremarkable.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 20 mg tablets once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of benign prostatic hypertrophy and he is on finasteride 5 mg tablet once a day. Also the patient has a history of hypertension and he is on metoprolol 25 mg tablet one tablet a day along with low-salt diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he currently retired. The patient has not smoked any cigarettes in the last two years and alcohol use is none. The patient’s activity is mostly walking and he feels healthy.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals dullness of the left ear tympanic membrane without any perforation or discharge.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or raised JVP.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
