CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left-sided sciatic pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient has seen by clinic staff for interpretation and he stated that the pain mostly on the left side of the buttock and he has chronic sciatic pain. The patient also stated that there is a low back pain on the left side.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact without any focal deficit and the patient has minimal tenderness of the left-sided lumbosacral tenderness.
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
