MURRAY, ELDA
This is a 91-year-old woman with history of hypertension, hypothyroidism, and dementia. She is not recognizing her family any longer, does not ambulate, is total ADL dependent (atrial fibrillation, on Xarelto, which has been recently stopped). The patient has been able to use a wheelchair, but no longer able to, so she is bedbound. The patient is deteriorating, no longer able to eat, not able to have any conversation and only responds to pain. She will not *_________* anymore. The patient does not want anyone to touch her. She has become much more anxious and agitated.

The patient is suffering from weight loss and protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient is totally bed bound with recurrent UTI and has stage II sacral ulcer.
Given the patient’s advanced dementia and worsening condition, the patient has now been admitted to hospice for further care. The patient’s hospice diagnoses are Alzheimer’s disease unspecified with multiple issues, medical comorbidities including anemia, renal insufficiency, gastroesophageal reflux, constipation, and history of falls. The patient’s KPS currently is at 40%. Given her current condition, she is not expected to heal her sacral decubitus and is very appropriate for hospice with less than six months to live.
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
