This is a 93-year-old woman who has been recertified regarding her hospice care.

She is a 93-year-old woman with dementia, kidney disease related to nephrosclerosis. The patient has not been eating. She has a history of hypertension, hypertensive heart disease, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, confusion, and ADL dependency.

Since last recertification, the patient has lost more weight 7-10 pounds to be exact, her appetite has been down and she is responding only to painful stimuli.
She appears to be in pain requiring pain medication and medication to control her agitation at this time.

The patient also suffers from osteoporosis and spondylosis with myelopathy and chronic pain.

The patient is very anxious and as I mentioned requiring medication for agitation and chronic pain. Her KPS score furthermore has dropped to 40%.

The patient remains hospice appropriate at this time.
