1. Leg pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 27-year-old healthy construction worker who has not been vaccinated against COVID-19, comes in today complaining of above-mentioned symptoms. The patient does have a positive COVID-19 test.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: No medicine on regular basis.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: No COVID-19 immunizations.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. Construction worker. Married one year. His wife is vaccinated.
FAMILY HISTORY: Diabetes and hypertension.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 214 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 72. Blood pressure 117/73.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Epigastric tenderness noted over the xiphoid process.
SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremities show tenderness bilateral calves, but no edema, no clubbing, no cyanosis.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. COVID-19 is positive.

2. Because of palpitation, we looked at his echocardiogram which was within normal limits.

3. Because of dizziness, we looked at his carotids. His carotids are also within normal limits.

4. Nausea and vomiting. Because of which, we did an abdominal ultrasound which showed a normal gallbladder. Normal kidney. Normal spleen.

5. We looked at his neck because of lymphadenopathy. No evidence of matted lymph nodes or any abnormal lymph nodes noted except for shotty lymphadenopathy most consistent with COVID-19.
6. Thyroid is within normal limits.

7. BPH. The patient has symptoms of BPH, but none was noted on the evaluation.

8. Come back in three days if not improved or develops any other symptoms.
