Mr. Brooks is seen regarding dementia, prostatic hypertrophy, and diabetes.

Mr. Brooks overall feels well. Denies polyuria or polydipsia.  He is no longer using metformin and does not even check his sugars, but he has no symptoms or complaints. He has prostatic hypertrophy. He denies any major problems urinating. He is on Proscar 5 mg daily. He was oriented to place, but only partially to time. He knew the month, but not the day, date, year or season.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, or vomiting.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed or ill appearing. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 114/62, pulse 84, respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No gallops. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: Cranial nerves grossly normal. Sensation intact.

Assessment/plan:  Mr. Brooks has prostatic hypertrophy and actually he states he is not taking Proscar any more. He also is no longer taking Zocor for hyperlipidemia and denies taking the eyedrops. He seems to be doing well clinically and I will order hemoglobin A1c to check on his sugars and CBC and comprehensive metabolic panel. He does have some degree of dementia. They may check with any one at the home to see if he truly has stopped all his meds or if they are giving it to him. However, he is physically stable at this point in time and denies any problems.

ADDENDUM: I did check with the staff at Winter Village in Frankenmuth and they stated that they are taking care of his meds and he may not remember them. He is currently taking Proscar 5 mg daily for prostatic hypertrophy and he denies complaints. He is also taking Timoptic 0.5% one drop in each eye at bedtime and he is taking multivitamins one daily. For diabetes, he is taking metformin 1000 mg b.i.d and I will check his hemoglobin A1c.
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
